It was
the kind of race that makes me proud to be a member of
this indomitable race.

Some, | grant you, Dear Reader, may have a completely
different take on the day’s events. Some sailors may
still be cursing our sainted race committee for starting a
race with wisps of wind and a strong flood tide! How
can Poseidon be blamed when the tides can be pre-
dicted a year — or more — in advance?

Some patrticipants in the DHLS may believe that the
Race Committee, looking down at the start from the
lofty, safe, and warm deck of the Golden Gate YC, were
so devilishly amused at the sailors’ plight that they could
barely raise and lower the flags and shoot off the guns
and horns. Well, | can at least dispel this theory. | was
there, and | was the one shooting the gun! Thankfully,
the race committee provides a set of earplugs for the
“shooter” — to prevent deafness. Unfortunately, this silly
person, yes, Yours Truly, repeatedly forgot to don the
earmuffs until AFTER the gun was shot. Whaat? Speak

So, | can tell you two distinct and true facts: First,
noone was laughing at the struggle below between god
and man. And second, earplugs only work if you don
them BEFORE you pull the trigger.

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We had a great time in the Lightship race last Saturday!
It was a great race to test the "new" configuration since
we did have some serious wind there.

The Lightship was fun for us after a bit of pain and suf-
fering in the upwind but the new keel, rudder and bow
seems to work well. We had won our class the previous
week in the Doublehanded Lightship but now we were
beating upwind in a pack of 3 other boats from PHRO 1
with them weighing a lot more than we did and going
against heavy seas and wind. We had to work hard but
Pegasus XIV seemed to do well in that stuff upwind.
With the #3 jib twisted off just a bit, the main with one
reef and board flat (18" of mast bend) plus the traveler
dropped a tad, we were rocketing upwind at around 8
knots but slightly lower than the heavier boats with more
punch (mass). All we had to do really was be close at
the upwind mark then once we turned and headed deep
downwind, we would go past them pretty quickly. This
was better than that! We weren't just hanging on, we
were very close to dead even! This was our first time to
go head to head in the new configuration of new bow,
new keel, new rudder, and new jib beating in a strong
breeze with a full crew. | was quite pleased to see that
she was fast in those conditions!

But back to our story: We all rounded the Lightship
within a couple of minutes of each other. After rounding
the mark, we had all set our kites in about 25 knots true
wind and everyone was scooting pretty good when one
of our crew said "OH S**T!" as he saw first one, then
two then three of the boats we had rounded with get laid
over SERIOUSLY as a squall came down on us. But |
designed and built Pegasus to love the heavy downwind
stuff so we never had that much of a problem. When
we got hit with the 40 knot gust, it was like we got
launched! We didn't have any trouble with wanting to
round up or down as long as you REALLY stayed on top
of the steering! We were going Hell for leather but you
couldn't miss a wave lest ye end up trawling for shrimp
and air drying your keel. We saw a lot of 22 + knot boat
speeds and some that seemed higher but the bow and
knotmeter impeller came out of the water so the speed
stopped working.

And this is really an
HONEST reading. Not
only is the B&D knot-
meter very well cali-
brated but the averag-
ing was set at 5 sec-
onds thus substantially
damping the highest
peak speeds. Our
highest reading was
over 23 kts right at the
South tower. | don't

know how much over 23 kts it was since | saw the 23.
XX kts as it was coming down from some higher read-
ing. But since the South Tower Demon was at play, we
were distracted and | guess I'll just never know what the
actual highest speed that day was.

Nor were we unscathed. We got laid over ourselves
when we blew a douse prior to a chicken gybe east of Pt
Bonita but we got her upright, gybed and launched a
new kite. At least we didn't loose our mast as did one of
the SC 50's. As we neared Pt. Bonita, we were so far
ahead of our division that we couldn't see them any-
more. | had guessed that they had not rehoisted their
spinnakers but found out they did, it's just that we were
that much faster. It was later that | found out we were
38 minutes ahead of the next boat in our division and
had done that all in 12 miles!

So suffice to say we had a great time plus we seemed
to actually pull closer to the PHRO 1A fleet on the down-
wind! These were the minus rated boats in the race, i.e.
SC 52's, SC 50's, an Andrews 56 and one other 50'
Sport boat. They were about 15 minutes in front of us
from the upwind leg but they were finished only about
12 minutes ahead of us. So we gained a few minutes
on the downwind leg but alas, only to suffer an ignomini-
ous finish. About 25 yards from the finish line, a 35 kt
gust (and it was a header of course) hit us. | couldn't
bear off since | would have missed the finish line so
over we went! Ah Hell, after a ride like that, | guess it's
pennance.

Although not as dramatic, perhaps the best ride we had
was after the race. We got a blast between pier 39 and
the Bay Bridge during one of the squalls and we took off
sustaining more than 19 knots for a couple of minutes
but our peak was 19.9 in flat water! We weren't surfing,
we were planing and the boat was practically steering
herself. It was surreal! Not bad for a homebuilt, home
designed monomaran!

OK, so enough about that. Suffice to say we had a
great time and saw a new "personal best" speed in flat
water for the Pegasus XIV at 19.9 kts whereas previ-
ously it had been 17.8 kts in the Bay, (the offshore
speed record is still intact at better than 27 knots). But
16-17 kts is pretty typical in the Bay for her with 14-15
kts being a real yawn if there is any wind. Yeah, after all
the years and all the miles and all of the
time to design and build her, then rebuild
her plus make the sails, design the fabric in
the sails and hull, it is good to have her
back racing again! We are both a bit older,
heavier and have a few more miles but we
still seem to get around pretty well.

After all of the work and the years of effort,
that race pretty much made it all worth it.

| have a table that survived the 1906 earthquake. It also
survived a family member who chopped its legs off to
make it a coffee table and another who refinished it. |
don’t know how old it is, but it doesn’'t matter.

My father had a guaran-
teed job in Portland, Maine, but January weather told
him to go West. | was the precocious little girl with the

My Auntie Elsie had a bungalow on Santa Clara Avenue
in Alameda. It's still there. With us, it housed five adults
and one child.

Auntie Elsie was then a recent widow. Her husband,,
Joe Page was a barber. But his history was a little more
romantic. | wish | knew how he met my Aunt, if it was in
San Francisco or in England (which would mean she
came to San Francisco to be with him).

You see, Joe Page was Sir Thomas Lipton’s gentle-
man’s gentleman.
