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June 26 2006:   We are stuck in Panama which is pre-
ferred to Lodi!!   We had some things to take care of, 
boat projects got ahead of us, and a few medical issues 
to address and the time has slipped by, the weather win-
dow for going to the South Pacific has past.  The strong 
SW winds have started in earnest making our first 1000 
miles really miserable with big opportunities for gear fail-
ure.  Our friends that have gone to the Marquesas have 
had a miserable time with the weather being very 
strange; two boats heading to the Gambiers had to divert 
due to a severe tropical depression with cyclonic circula-
tion.  That is not supposed to happen!!  Whatever, we 
are not on schedule and we are keeping to it. 
 
The SW winds have also affected Panama and the 
moorings at Balboa YC have been really rockin’ and 
rollin’.  After we get a few more items settled we will take 
off for the Perlas for an extended visit; there is a lot more 
protection from the SW than at Balboa.   
 
Just a minor glitch has just happened today; a new Sur-
vivor series is starting in the Perlas.  In fact, the contest-
ants are being filmed coming down the YC pier and get-
ting into launches for trips around the moorings, helicop-
ters overhead, and then they do it again, and again.  
Watching movies being made is a little boring, and it 
sure takes the "mystique" out of it.  Our friends in the 
Perlas are reporting lots of pangas with equipment, ply-
wood, and poles moving stuff ashore at Isla Del Rey 
near to Espirito Santo (our favorite place).  In addition, 
they are reporting 9 ft.  Crocs cruising the anchorage at 
Espirito Santo.  There is also a 12 ft Croc here in the 
moorings next to the haulout rail.  When we have one of 
the local guys clean our prop and boat bottom, we stay 
on deck with boat hooks.  A shore fisherman in Pedro 
Miguel lake had his arm chewed off last week; luckily he 
survived.  I guess all this rain and lightening makes the 
crocs hungry. 
 
To take a break, we went up into the mountains to El 
Valle for a night and it was really nice and cool.  El Valle 
is about a 2 hr bus ride from Balboa and is located in an 
old volcano crater which is one of the largest in the world 
with a diameter of about 4 miles.  On Sunday mornings 
there is a "market" where the locals bring their crafts and 
produce to sell.  Around the crater floor there are hot 
spring pools (extinct volcano??), water falls, square 
trees, and lots of places to hike.  There is also a zoo of 
sorts containing mainly Panama species of birds, a large 
tapir and a frog only found in El Valle, golden color with 
black spots and of course very poisonous.  Since the 
crater is about 2000 ft elevation, it is nice and cool and 
usually does not get rain but has billowing mists coming 
over the crater walls.  The other famous volcano in Pa-
nama is Volcan Baru in western Panama where the 
gringo's are building houses like crazy around the town 
of Boquete.  Our friends from Heart Strings are building 

a huge house there, but had a scare last week when 
hundreds of small earthquakes started.  They packed up 
their stuff and drove all the way down the mountain to 
David to a hotel before they decided they would just 
learn to live with it.  I think the magma movement may be 
causing the quakes.  Boquete is about 5000 ft elevation 
and it gets almost cold up there.  We will make a trip up 
there in the future. 
 
Since we are going to be here for almost a year, we 
have almost decided to buy a car which we can easily 
sell to another cruiser when we leave.  The Mitsubishi 
Montero diesels have a good reputation for longevity 
here and are reasonably priced for a five or six yr old.  
Most of the cars in Panama are imported directly from 
Europe and Asia, so they are not the same as the ones 
in the US.  Most of the SUV's and many of the vans have 
"snorkels" for flooded road crossings and the majority 
are diesels.  Some of the older Landrovers also look at-
tractive, but they are famous for bad A/C systems, and 
diesel versions are harder to find.  We are also collecting 
the necessary documents to file for temporary residency 
visa; that will give us big discounts on airlines as well as 
hotels, restaurants, etc. 
 
We also took some strolling visits to Panama Viejo and 
Cosco Viejo.  Panama Viejo was the first Panama City 
from around the 1500's.  Eventually, the Pirate Henry 
Morgan sacked the town several times and used ship 
cannons to knock down many walls causing the resi-
dents to move into the hills.  The ruins are still there and 
well protected.  Government docent's wander around 
providing lots of history for free.  Cosco Viejo was Pa-
nama City number two and was built primarily by the 
French out of wood.  The town square, Plaza Bolivar, is 
where the Columbian generals and officers met for a big 
fiesta while their troops were stuck on trains in the Colon 
area; they were surrounded and given the ultimatum that 
Panama was succeeding and becoming a separate 
country.  This was likely the biggest bloodless revolution 
in Latin America.  Many of the buildings in Casco Viejo 
are being restored and the most expensive town houses 
in Panama City are located there, along with the Presi-
dential Palace.  Lots of nice restaurants and coffee 
shops are also popping up in the same area.  Before 
Debbie and Mike from Heart Strings flew to Calif for a 
visit, we had dinner together in the area at a great little 
restaurant, Manolo Caracol, where there is a "fixed 
menu" which varies over time, but is always a 7 course 
dinner with delicious food, with a little French in the 
preparation.  Very reasonable price.

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July 14, 2006: 
 
As expected, we are still in Panama, slowly getting our 
stuff done.  The rain is not as bad as we had thought; it 
is not as predictable as Costa Rica and when it rains, it 
really comes down.  One cruiser has a gauge which 
showed 6 inches in a few hours.  For a short time, many 
of the streets are flooded and a lot of cars stall; another 
good reason to have a diesel.  The fuel is cheaper, bet-
ter mileage, and no ignition systems to get wet.  The die-
sels down here in SUV's and cars do not smoke and are 
not noisy; however, they are not built to US specs, so we 
are likely getting all the "bad" stuff to inhale and we can-
not see it.  Sort of like eating meat that was not fed anti-
biotics; guess we will get sick, but do not know when??? 
 
Constant planning is a cruiser requirement; we always 
have a "Plan B".  We "sponge up" all the information we 
can handle from cruisers coming through the canal, com-
pleting circumnavigations.  A few years ago, our long 
time plan to use the Suez Canal into 
the Med was replaced by the plan to 
go around South Africa.  The short-
est distance was to go direct from 
New Zealand staying around Lat 35-
40 S, learning the quiet paths near 
to the "roaring 40's".  Now, we have 
a better plan and if anyone has 
friends who have done the Indian 
Ocean in a different route, please let 
us know.  The plan is: 1) leave from 
Darwin, Aust.  about early Sept for 4 
day passage to Ashmore Reef; 2) 
10 day passage to Cocos Keeling; 
3) 12 day passage to Rodrigues; 4) 
2 days on to Mauritus; 5) overnight 
to Reunion and down the coast to 
Richards Bay, South Africa, arriving 
before Dec.  1.  So far, this looks 
like a piece of cake.  Our next plan 
will include using the Cape Town big 
wave prediction information to 
dodge any giant waves caused by 
the Agulhas current rounding south 
Africa into the prevailing NW winds.  
Hope the broadcasts are in English 
as well as Dutch. 
 
On the weekends the yacht club has DJ's and bands that 
play all kinds of music, but the South American salsa 
gets the local folks really dancing.  They call it Colum-
bian salsa and it is weird.  The gals sometimes look like 
the family dog on some guys leg; and then there is the 
innocent guy that gets caught between two gals like a 
bobbing Oreo cookie.  I learned not to get up and go to 
the bathroom alone when the salsa music is playing.  
Ellen learned not to go to the bathroom and leave me 
alone at the table when salsa is playing; last time there 
was some Columbian gal doing a "lap dance" on me.  

When the guys say no the gals do not understand and 
do it anyway; these rich ladies are accustomed to getting 
what they want.  Some of the cruisers said this type of 
dance comes from Cartegena, Columbia.  The Balboa 
YC's July 4th celebration went great; the local VFW 
brought tamales and cooked hot dogs and shishkebobs.  
The YC offered drinks at "happy hour" prices.  Fireworks 
went off just after dark and there was music and danc-
ing.  We estimated about 400 folks attended and per-
haps the largest contingent of ex-Green Berets outside 
of Georgia.  Lots of American young adults with about 50 
young kids; many of these grew up in the Canal Zone 
and returned to work and raise their families in Panama.  
Many of the non Cruiser Americans that we have met 
either work for the US Embassy or other US agency, and 
most have doctorate degrees in chemical or biological 
sciences or law degrees.  Panama has a reputation for 
quiet privacy and there are many international celebrities 
that come here to relax and maintain alternative homes 
here.  Some of the more famous are Mick Jagger (barely 
5 ft tall), Paul Newman, Michael Jordan, Shah of Iran, 
etc.  When we see a new Bentley, Maserati or wild Mer-

cedes sports car on the street under the Mango trees 
behind the YC we smile; autographs would not be ac-
ceptable. 
 
Our temporary residency visas are still in process which 
required some US documents to be Apostilled, or certi-
fied by the Sec of State office either at a US State or 
Wash DC.  As a result, we needed our marriage license 
Apostilled in Calif, a Police Report Apostilled in Nevada 
(our residence), and an earnings statement showing at 
least $600 per month income.  We chose to use the So-
cial Security statement since it was a US document and

we could get it certified at the US Consu-
late in Panama.  If we used the AT&T 
pension statement, the statement would 
need to be Apostilled in Georgia and an-
other statement showing AT&T is a valid 
Corporation from New York state.  Doing 
this long distance from Panama is very 
difficult; however, we have asked some of 
our very good friends to help with these 
and they have been much appreciated.  
Once those documents are all here in Pa-
nama, we need to get a physical health 
report and an HIV blood test along with 
about 4 passport size photos each.  At 
that point our good Panama attorney 
takes over to file all the stuff with the vari-
ous government agencies.  Then we only 
need to renew this visa twice at two year 
intervals and we are permanent residents.  
During this time we are not required to 
stay in Panama, but the benefits will be 
tremendous.  If we chose to live in Pa-
nama, we can import a new car every two 
years tax and duty free; import $10,000 in 
personal goods tax and duty free.  Book-
ing any airfare that we need through Pa-
