So where did this tradition come from? In 1288, the Parlia-
ment of Scotland legislated that any woman could pro-
pose to a man in Leap Year.

This law was adopted in 
France, Switzerland and Italy, and the tradition was car-
ried to America, Australia and other countries.

Sadie Hawkins Day is officially November 9, but 
by association with the Scottish tradition, February 29 is 
often  given that name. �
